2012 they will change their name to 
the Academy of Nutrition and 
Dietetics (AND). The ADA is the 
credentialing body of Registered 
Dietitians and Dietitian Technicians. 
"An academy is 'a society of learned 
persons organized to advance 
science.' This term describes our 
organization and immediately 
emphasizes the educational strength 
of our advice and expertise." 1 The

President Sylvia Escott-Stump states, 
άBy adding nutrition  to our name, 
we communicate our capacity for 
translating nutrition science into 
healthier lifestyles for everyone. 
Keeping dietetics supports our 
history as a food and science-based 
profession. Thus, the Academy of 
Nutrition and Dietetics quickly and 
accurately communicates our 
identityτwho we are and what we 
do." 1 

Although the professional name 
will be changing, many things will 
be retained. The website will still 
call for nutritious choices at 
www.eatright.org .  Their logo, 
goals, and mission will remain 
intact. Any name changes to the 
official Journal of American 
Dietetic Association (JADA) has not 
been announced at this time.

The ADA started in 1917, several 
years after the American 
Association of Family and 
Consumer Sciences  (AAFCS) began 
in 1909, yet the connection 
between the two organizations has 
always been strong.  While the 
ADA focuses primarily on nutrition, 

food science, and food management, 
AAFCS provides them with their 
future members by training the 
young people in high school and gives 
the ADA additional connections to 
the communities they serve (IFHE, 
entrepreneurs, apparel textiles 
designers, financial managers, etc.).  
Many of the members of the AAFCS 
Nutrition, Health, and Food 
Management community are also 
members of the ADA. They have 
found that being involved with FCS 
teachers who initially introduce 
foods, nutrition, food science, and 
food management to students 
promotes strong programs for all 
involved.

My favorite part of the AAFCS 
conference in Phoenix, Arizona 
was the Nutrition, Health, and 
Food Management (NHFM) 
session where we cooked with 
Executive Chef Michael hΩ5ƻǿŘ of 
the 5-Star restaurant at the Wild 
Horse Pass.  I learned so much as 
he talked about his philosophy 
about food and how he began 
working to develop the restaurant, 
maintaining the integrity of the 
food culture of the Native 
American people. He made 
learning about food fun and the 
hands-on cooking we did was 
interesting. 
 

Also, I appreciated the opportunity 
to share about my experiences in 
Europe with people from all over 
the country. Even though I was 
younger than all of them, they 
listened to what I had to say and it 
was very cool. Hearing about their 
experiences as they shared in 
return was also fascinating. For 
example, there were people from 
California that I got to know during 
that session. Later, we saw one 
another several times during the 
remaining part of the conference 
and they always spoke to me. I felt 
we had made a connection. 
Another example of an educational 
session I attended was about 
gardening in the schools. It was 
different from what I expected 
because this garden was intended 
to send food home with the 
children to help provide for them 

and for their family. I had always 
thought of gardening as part of a 
school classroom, as a means of 
teaching the curriculum, not 
considering that the actual food 
produced might be important. 
However, this new approach could 
be a means of lessening the cost of 
lunch at school and could also 
provide a means of developing a 
real school community. 
 

The interviews of the Lifetime 
Achievement winners during the 
banquet helped younger 
professionals to understand what 
might be possible to accomplish. 
The advice they shared when the 
younger professional interviewed 
them on stage was helpful. 
Sometimes younger professionals 
do not always listen to or 
understand the message of older 
professionals. The approach of 
having a younger professional ask 
the questions made it seem like a 
very personal conversation. It 
helped me connect to what they 
were saying.  
 

Finally, I really enjoyed seeing a 
different part of the country. I had 
never been farther west than 
Colorado. I enjoyed it so much I 
now consider it a place where I 
could live and work.
